Senior Class History

Today, Sept. 1, 1939, is the most thrilling and most important adventure of
our lives. Entering the school house early in the morning, we wander from one
barrack to another whispering shyly to one another, “Do you know where Bar-
rack No. 3 is?” or just standing around dazed, hoping that some kind soldier
will tell us where to go. Yes ... today 32 buck privates enlisted to go immedi-
ately into training at E. H. H. S. Thirty-two doesn’t sound like so many but
we’ve always been proud of the fact that it is one of the largest armies entering
E. H. H. S. in many years. In a smaller school it is really confusing to have
S0 many ‘“green rookies” not knowing what to do or say.

Tonight is Sept. 14, and what a night! The sergeants and corporals got to-
gether and decided they would really make us work to earn our membership.
When we had been painted up to resemble Indians, rather than the military
soldiers we tried so hard to represent, we were asked to sing the Loyalty song,
and all our senses failed us. Thus we were inducted into Army life.

Dec. 10. Every afternoon girls march down the steps to take over the task
of K. P. duty and the boys go to shop class to become skilled engineers. We all
walk in an orderly fashion down the stairs, as do all good soldiers. If any
soldier is caught shoving or running he is soon directed into an entirely new
room where it seems to the frightened Rooky, he isn’t very welcome. Of course
all soldiers are sent to the guard house for dicorderly conduct. After appearing
before the commissioned officer, they are more careful of their rude habits.

Today, May 15, 1940. every Rooky is very jukilant because he is going home
for his first furlough of three months.

Today, Sept. 1. 1940, all the soldiers are trotting back gaily to the good old
barracks of E. H. H. S. to begin a new year as Private First Class soldiers. Today,
also. we inducted Jovce Lensch from the Kimballton Army Camp.

Now as March 1. 1941 rolls around we are sad because we are losing many
of our buddies. Rosclyn Knudsen and Betty Ann Johnson have been transferred
to the Audubon Camp. Mervil Petersen is leaving to take up further training in
California. Janis Bornboldt hes been transferred from Exira.

Most of our soldiers are represented in mixed chorus, athletics and dramatics.

Sept. 1, 1941. By this time we have joined the ranks as corporals and are
fo'lowing a definite pattern—one of skill and energy. We have several top notch
soldiers on the baskettell and baseball teams who have received the insignia “E.”

Alfred Clausen seems to be getting tired of Army life, now that it’s almost
December. and has gone A. W. O. L.. to help his father on the farm.

Robert Mortensen and Verner Koch joined us from the Kimballton Army.

March 1. Darrel Nissen is leaving to take up Sergeant training at Audubon,
and Harrv Dirgo his share for TTn~le Sam in a defense plant and school in Omaha.

March 10. The corvorels of E. H. H. S. are giving a U. S. O. entertainment
show and are ovening the barracks to the public. They are giving their presenta-
tion of “Big Hearted Herbert,” which was a smash hit.

The years have passed ouickly and now Aug. 24, we are surprised to be
rushed to the barracks becruse of an emergency situation. The E. H. H. S. sol-
diers will be needed on the home front for corn-husking.

The first thing that really branded us as Sergeants was the arrival of our
class rings, which we proudly exbibited. John Jensen and Murray Nelsen have
joined our ranks as Sergeants, but Roland Eskov has gone A.W.O.L.

Tonight is Sept. 8, and 2s we lead a bunch of scared Rookies into the gym
we could easilv imagine how they felt. Nov. 14—The Sergeants granted 24-hour
escapade. A jolly time. after havirg our pictures taken at Exira. April 27, 1943—
Lots of practing, rehearsing, and also lots of fun, and then Sergeants’ class play,
“Letters to Lucerne,” our biggest hit. It has been a busy and sleepy week for
the Sergeants because April 29 they are entertained by corporals at a banquet with
patriotic theme—even received ration stamps. Soon the Sergeants will graduate
and be prepared to forth in the world. Looking forward to May 13, 1943, anxi-
ously but also regretfully. Yet. we sergeants of 1943 have the memories of our
many good times together.—THELMA ESBECK ’43, VERA LANGE ’43.

SOPHOMORE CLASS HISTORY

On September 1, nineteen hundred and forty-one, fifteen bold students en-
listed as Buck Privates. After a severe initiation, they were admitted to the E. H.
H. S. barracks at Elk Horn. During the year they struggled diligently with Al-
gebra, General Science, English, Home Ec and Manual Training.

After nine months of this training and a three-month furlough, the regiment
was promoted to Privates First Class. Those receiving promotion were: Eugene
Hansen, Avery Boose, Franklin Petersen, Maynard Jensen, Gaylord Swensen,
Dorothy Jespersen, Phyllis Jorgensen, Mable Jensen, Ruth Waddell, Laverne
Hansen, Lois Mae Jensen, Lois Ann Nissen, Raymond Dirgo, Lois Jean Larsen,
and Norma Lange. In the fall of 1942 Raymond Dirgo was transferred to a
different camp, and later, Laverne Hansen, receiving an honorable discharge,
entered civilian life. But the companv koasted the addition of Roger Madsen
and Glenn Petersen as Privates First Class. Under the excellent instruction of
Commanders Plummer.

The official induction into the Army took place September 18, 1942, when
the 20 frightened Buck Privates were herded into the recreation center of the
Barracks and initiatd into th E. H. H. S. Army. Later in the fall, a skating party
was held by our Company.

Now, having struggled hard through the Army courses, and having been
most conscientious in answering to retreat and reveille, all Buck Privates are
happy when they look forward to becoming First Class Privates next year.

AN AFTERNOON OF FUN

The sun was shining brightly. It was about the first day all year that it
wasn’t rainy or cold. The grass was green and glistening and little yellow dande-
lions and some fluffy white heads dotted the landscape.

And to think we had to go to school on such a rare afternoon!

My friend and I were strolling to school. As we passed the Elk cafe we were
greeted by a volley of voices. It seemed no one wanted to go to school. Just let
the teachers sit up there by themselves. Some of us had to go up to the school
house to wind up some last minute business. At five till one just about all the
high school students were getting ready to start on a picnic. Then as last bell
rang, half of the group, two-faced and scared, backed out and ran to school. That
is one reason why I don’t feel so guilty, because I know that even those who did
not skip wanted to and had made plans to. When I went to Confirmation class,
I learned that it is just as bad to plan a murder as it is to commit a murder so
I think those who suffered through that afternoon of school, wishing they were
with the rest of us are just as guilty. They have their fun today laughing at us,
but that is all they will get, because it is raining as usual, and they can’t go on a
picnic. Tuesday was really a perfect day for a picnic.

Well, after the sticks had been thinned out there were about 20 of us. The
boys got cokes in a big sack to take along and we all stopped in the store and got
potato chips, rolls, oranges, cake, cookies, etc. With our arms loaded down, we
started walking to Timber Lake, “the picnic spot of Elk Horn.” Breezes were rip-
pling the muddy water and cows were grazing peacefully at a safe distance in
the other end of the pasture. The boat was lying, full of water, against the bank.

We scrambled through the barbed wire fence without any mishaps. Maurice
was the first through (400) and he was the first to go sailing in the leaky boat.
The rest of us put our sacks in the safety of the tree branches and watched the
show. He lost his paddle and was becalmed in the middle of the pond. After a lot
of splashing and several vain attempts, he got a stick. With a flourish he landed
safely and stepped out for the next passengers (464). Joyce and Paul were the
next brave navigators, but after seeing Maurice, they were wiser and took off
their shoes and stockings. The boat didn’t work so good with two passengers, and
it rocked back and forth, nearly tipping them into the briny deep. Paul landed
safely and hopped out, but Joyce was left in the back of the boat. She climbed
to her feet and as she stood up the boat started to sink. Up to her knees in the
water, she screamed for help. We all stood and laughed at her for a while, then
Paul gave the boat a tug toward shore, nearly making her lose her balance, and
gave her a hand.

After that the thrill of boat riding began to die off; we started to get (600)
hungry.

About the time we got down to the cafe the other boys and girls were com-
ing out of school. Some of them felt kind of cheap because they had backed out
and didn’t stop to talk. Some stopped and told us all the horrible things that
were going to happen to us.

“Let’s go up to school and get our books and get the scolding over with,” sug-
gested someone, so all of us went up to school. We went into the assembly for our
books and papers and down to the locker for our tennis shoes, but no one stop-
ped us or said a word (1000).

The next step was to go home and find out what my mother had to say. She
hadn’t been to any club or party that day so she didn’t know about it. My grand-
mother had been up and had remarked about all the school children down town
but that was all she had heard.

First, I asked her if she was in good humor. That is the best icebreaker I
know. Right away she popped up with, “Have you been in a car accident?” I
soothed her and told her that it wasn’'t anything nearly so bad. Then I broke it
to her. The first thing she said was, “Well, I won’t write you an excuse.” She
scolded me for a while and said that was something she had never done when
she went to school. I asked her if she hadn’t wanted to sometimes, though. She
didn’t say anything for a while and when dad came home and she told him, she
started to laugh so I knew she must not be so very angry.

After a while, my brother rushed in bursting with news (1200). He nearly
broke his neck trying to tell mom I had played hookey that afternoon. Mom did
not say anything and I started to laugh. Then he caught on that she already
knew about it. I was really glad I had told her before he came home.

I helped mom clean house all day Wednesday and she kept saying, “I don’t
suppose you will be home Friday. You’ll have to sit up in school all day to make
up what you missed!”

Each time my brother came home he had heard another rumor about what
our fate (1300) would be. I believe he was more worried about it than I was.

Thursday, Lillian called up and said that she and Bonnie and I had to de-
corate the assembly for Commencement. It was raining, but we went out and
begged iris and bridal wreath from people to fill the baskets. All the teachers
were up at school working. They talked to us but none of them said anything
about Tuesday afternoon. We figured then they weren’t going to say anything or
else they were really going to spring a big surprise on us Friday morning.

Friday morning finally dawned, cloudy and rainy, like most other days. At
about nine o’clock we all took our places in the assembly. We exchanged greet-
ings with our friends whom we hadn’t seen for two days.

Then Mr. Knight came in and wished us all good luck, etc. Then he told us
that those who skipped school would have their grades lowered until they wrote
a two thousand word theme. That sounded like an enormous amount of words
for one person to think of (1534). After thinking it over for a little while, I de-
cided it would be wisest to write the theme. Several others planned to write a
theéne als<t) gut some were satisfied with their grades even if they had been low-
ered a notch.

When I came home, my mother laughed at me and she thought it was a pretty
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good punishment. I sat right down and started to write and I am not going to
move until I am through. My hand is beginning to get cramped and the smell of
the dinner on the stove makes me so hungry I can hardly stand it (1656). The
rest of the family is getting hungry, too, but I'm not going to move until this
document is finished.

This week will be one I’ll remember long into my gray (1700) haired future.
When my children and grandchildren skip school, as undoubtedly they will if
they are of the average type, I will try to scold them, then I will remember how
I skipped school once. Just once is enough to give you the experience. It is fun
in a way; it makes you worry a little bit until you know for sure what your pun-
ishment is but in about another week when everything is over, it will be a happy
memory that will bring a smile each time you think of it (1792).

When school is nearly over and an especially nice day comes along, it is prac-
tically impossible to sit in a school house all afternoon. That has been proved by
countless thousands of boys and girls down through the years. The fact has been
immortalized in the stories of those American classic boys, Tom Sawyer and Pen-
rod. Grown-ups read those stories and laugh, but some of them don’t apply the
same principle to their own children when they try the same trick. As I see it,
there will always be children who will play hookey and there will always be some-
one waiting to punish them. This punishment will be enough to stop some of the
boys and girls from doing it again. Some of the more mischievous and restless
will do it anyway. Those who did it just once will not regret it. It was fun and it
wa; excitting and the punishment was tiresome, and it will be an experience hard
to forget.

We did pick a good day for our picnic, because it has rained every day since
then (2000). Now, as I finish this, it looks as if the sun were trying to break
through the rain, to give the whole business a happy ending.
